3.1-95 N @ MD-100/Exit 43 -- Northbound

4.1-270 Spur S @ 1-270 -- Southbound

5. MD-295 N @ 1-195 -- Northbound

6. MD-295 N @ MD-175 -- Northbound

7. 1-695 OL @ Edmondson Ave/Exit 14 -- Outer Loop

8. 1-695 IL @ I-795/Exit 19 -- Inner Loop

9.1-695 IL @ MD-147/Harford Rd/Exit 31 -- Inner Loop
10. MD-295 N @ MD-197/EXIT 111 -- Northbound
